The Things of Warsaw

The Museum, which launched its operation in 1936, holds in its collections over 300,000 objects related to the history of Warsaw. These are both everyday and glamorous objects, artworks and utility items, souvenirs of people and events.
Over the past four years, a team of curators have been working on selecting and displaying 8 thousand of these objects. 

The visitors will find 21 Rooms full of the Things – witnesses to and participants of the history of Warsaw. We have strived to allow for a close contact between the visitors and the Things which become a pretext to tell the story of their owners and creators, breakthrough events and long-term processes. Aside from the Things, in a separate section of the exhibition, we have gathered data which help draw a picture made of the multi-threaded history of the city. 

We do not tell one story. We do not construct one narrative. While touring the eleven Old-Town tenement houses, each visitor is offered an opportunity to narrate – at their own pace and following their own route – their own history of Warsaw.
