Audio guide to the exhibition “Aleksander Minorski. Photography as Intervention”
Room Two – an original film by Magdalena Hueckel and Tomasz Śliwiński
In the second room, we present a panoramic film by Magdalena Hueckel and Tomasz Śliwiński. This original video work was created from photographs taken by Minorski in the 1930s. The looping panorama gives the impression of a continuous shot moving through the streets, squares and outskirts of Warsaw. An imaginary camera peeps inside the buildings, watching residents in their everyday routines—eating, playing, sleeping, studying and working.
It is a story about the time of transformation and reconstruction of the city, and about a sudden and complete loss that came with the outbreak of the War.
The film takes the form of a collage composed of several hundred archival photographs, brought to life with the use of artificial intelligence. The animated figures—at times unsettlingly realistic, at other times dreamlike and illogical—transport the viewer into a peculiar, unstable space in the past, suspended between a document and a fantasy.
Projected on four walls, the film allows its viewers to immerse themselves in the past. The images are accompanied by an unsettling soundscape of the city, heard from all directions, as well as by music by Stefan Wesołowski.
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
